In the Rickinghall Inferior churchwarden’s accoumok for the
eighteenth and nineteenth centuries at Ipswich fReDffice there is
a loose sheet of paper giving a list of names gifoaip of men who

walked the bounds on May 21800 and on the reverse another list

for May 17" 1814. This was an event carried out on one ofttree
Rogation days preceeding Holy Thursday (Ascensiay)Dn
Rogation Week, which was a moveable feast two wbefare Whit
Sunday.

Twenty nine people walked the bounds in 1800 dfter Rector
announced in the church on Rogation Sunday that wwild be
doing this.
