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Rickinghall Further Education Group 
We are delighted to welcome back Howard 
Brooks in January 2013 for a ten week course  
encompassing ‘The Recent Developments in the 
Archaeology of Britain’.   
 

Howard will be guiding us through recent 
developments in British Archaeology, with 
particular reference to East Anglia.  Among the 
topics we will be looking at will be evidence of the earliest settlers 
in Britain (in Suffolk and Norfolk), Bronze Age boats at Musty Fen, 
Iron Age houses in Cambridgeshire and late Roman or Saxon 
warrior burials in Colchester.

An exciting new project has been 
announced for Botesdale, Redgrave and 
The Rickinghalls.

I saw a large group of Gulls, 
Jackdaws and Rooks flying in 
circles above me in late 
October.  They appeared 
to be feeding on insects in the 
air.  It was a warm, misty, 
muggy day.  Soon they moved 
on in the direction the wind 
was blowing.  I have seen 
Gulls do this in the summer.  
I contacted the BTO (British Trust for Ornithology at Thetford, they 
are always helpful), and they stated that the Gulls are after insects.  
This behaviour is called “anting”.   
 

This set me thinking about Gulls in general.  Surely they are sea 
birds, but now we see them inland, especially when following the 
plough that is turning over the soil.  It was only in the Nineteenth 
Century that Seagulls began occurring in large numbers inland.  
Apart from appearing on freshly ploughed fields, they roost in large 
numbers on inland lakes.  Redgrave Lake is home to a large roost 
every winter.  These inland gulls are mostly Blackheaded Gulls, 
though they lose the chocolate colouring of their heads in the 
winter.  They have red legs and red bills.  They, and their larger 
relative, the Herring Gull, (yellow legs), also find their way to 
inland dumps of waste material.  Remember the one at Knettishall 
Heath? 
 

There are a large number of different gulls.  The so-called 
“Common Gull” is not so common.  It has green legs and appears in 
small groups.  The Herring Gull is a large gull with a typical seaside 
cry.  This gull will eat almost anything, including your ice-cream!  
Another seagull is the Kittiwake.  It nests in cliffs (along with large 
colonies of Guillemots and Puffins) or on large buildings on the 
coast.  It spends its winter out at sea.  It has black legs. Then come 
the Blackbacked Gulls.  The Lesser Blackbacked has yellow legs 
and nests in large colonies.  You must wear a hard hat if you visit 
one of these colonies.  They do not like intruders.  Of interest—they 
are now appearing on many of our local piggeries.  The Great 
Blackbacked Gull is our biggest gull and moves singly or in small 
groups.  It has pink legs.  And, again, has a large and varied 
appetite. 
 

In summary, if in difficulty ”look for the legs”! 
 

There are many other gulls, Mediterranean, Little, Glaucous and 
Iceland, but they are not so common in this country.  If you see 
“twitchers” looking at a large roost of gulls through their telescopes, 
ask them which gulls they are.  They will be delighted to tell you. 
 

I notice that one of the interesting birds in passage along our coast at 
present is the Black Redstart.  Black Redstarts are as common as 
sparrows in some areas on the continent, (and about the same size).  
Black bodies and red tails.  They were noticed for the first time 
breeding in England in small numbers in bombed areas of London.  
When I was a student, from my 5th storey window, I heard a bird 
(unknown to me) singing in the opposite building.  My keen bird-
watching fellow student was delighted to tell me it was a Black 
Redstart.   
 

Other news via the BTO is of a large flock of about 500 Jays in the 
Hunstanton area.  What are they doing there, and why?  I remember 
reading once that they have come looking for acorns when they are 
scarce on the continent, but our Oaks have very few acorns this 
year! 
 

Have you noticed that Robins have started singing again?  They are 
about the only bird that is singing at this time of the year.  Possibly 
to find a mate or guarding its territory.  Very appropriate with 
Christmas on the way.  Watch out for our winter visitors, especially 
Redwings and Field Fares which are now (mid November) arriving 
in large numbers.  Also Waxwings.  Will this be another Waxwing 
winter like last year?  Happy Christmas to you all.   

Cheating death 
The Bible makes an interesting statement when it says, “The last 
enemy to be destroyed is death.” It treats death as an enemy that 
must be destroyed. One thing that we do know is that the death rate 
for human beings is close to 100%. We can refuse to think about it, 
we can eat healthy and take exercise or we can rely on the NHS to 
keep making us better, no matter what we do we will not escape 
death. We all have to go through it. 
 

The next statement the Bible makes on this issue is, “The sting of 
death is sin, and the power of sin is the law.” If we continue to think 
of death as an enemy to be defeated or destroyed we might note that 
it is portrayed here, as having a weapon, a sting. The sting is called 
sin. We all suffer from it and thus have no way of defeating this 
enemy, death. We have already been pierced by its sting. Now we 
have a good reason for one essential of the Christmas story, the 
virgin birth. Jesus was conceived of God and didn’t inherit the 
tendency to go wrong that we all have. It doesn’t mean it was easy 
for him as the quotation continues, “The power of sin is the law.” 
That’s the law of God, the Ten Commandments and all that went 
with them. He had to obey God’s law in every respect. That is why 
he said, “I come to fulfil the law.” 
 

That meant that he, ultimately, was able to live a sin free life and 
face death not having been stung by sin. He could enter death on the 
winning side. It had nothing against him. His resurrection provides 
the proof of that. There is a logical reason for the resurrection. 
 

When Peter tried to defend him as the chief priests and their cohorts 
came to arrest him Jesus made another statement that bears on our 
thinking. He said, “Put your sword back into its place. For all who 
take the sword will perish by the sword. Do you think that I cannot 
appeal to my Father, and he will at once send me more than twelve 
legions of angels?” It seems that here is the suggestion that there 
was a rescue available to him if he wanted it. He was clean and pure 
enough to go straight back to heaven but he refused that route. That 
was because he would experience death and go through it for us. We 
can’t avoid death. He could, but wouldn’t, avoid the battle. He 
would conquer it and do it on our behalf. 
 

The words at the climax of Handel’s Messiah have traditionally 
been sung at Christmas and Easter. They come from the Bible: 
“Death is swallowed up in victory.” “O death, where is your 
victory?  O death, where is your sting?” ‘The sting of death is sin, 
and the power of sin is the law. But thanks be to God, who gives the 
victory through our Lord Jesus Christ’ to those willing to accept it. 
The ultimate Christmas gift.
